 For a while the young man stopped in from time to time just to say hi. Through him I learned that their 

tumultuous relationship ended and they went their separate ways. He continued to float from temporary labor 

jobs, to semi part time jobs, to odd jobs, without much success.  The last I heard from him he was heading to Ore-

gon to find work. She was living with her mother and caring for a young child. It seemed that  our help only got 

them through a rough patch, only for them to continue through many more.  

 I lost track of him when he left, and didn’t hear any more for a few years, until week before last. He 

stopped by my office one afternoon, just to say hi; just like he had done before.  He sat and chatted with me for a 

couple of hours, catching me up on his life.  He is now employed full time in a good job, She is still with her 

mother and caring for children. I was happy to see him and catch up, but when he went to leave, something re-

markable happened. As he was walking out the door, he said, “ I know we were too young and dumb those years 

ago to ever say thank you for all the church did for us back then. Without your help, I don’t know where I would 

have ended up.”  So, from a grateful seed, planted in the winter so many years ago, a young man grew into a kind 

and mature adult tree.
