But, the voice you hear is unique to you, as it is with any voice. No wonder we have so many religiofs in
the world. And no wonder we have so many varieties of Christianity even in our own town. We are drawn t
places where the voices make the most sense. How amazing it is that God has been able to reach out in whys that
are meaningful to us in our uniqueness. Whabd Newst is, that God cares enough about you and me that he
continues to call to us. Perhaps this season you will hear His call with a renewed spirit. Perhaps hearing the
voice of John one more time will create in you a desire to change something about yourself, just because ygu
heard it differently. And, perhaps as we move into the final week of Advent you will hear the story of the birgh of
Christ differently. Perhaps the childlike mystique of the story will be replaced by the reality that God is callin
you into a relationship that is new and exciting.
