I was 

just listening to an all Christmas-music radio station and what do you know, a song with a similar theme 

was playing, ñLet there be peace on earth and let it begin with me.ò Once again, a great idea. It is cer-

tainly a familiar theme this time of year, Peace on Earth, Good Will to Men.

I 

must simplify my life first.  I must cherish the holy day above the coveted bargain. I must slow down 

my fast paced life and savor lifeôs little graces.
