LUKE 1 

As we enter Holy Week, we read very familiar 
Scriptures with excitement, just as if we are 
immersed in an old favorite book. At least that 
it what I would like to think.  I think we all 
know the story of the triumphant entry,  the 
Last Supper,  the Crucifixion, and the Resur-
rection.  I think we know them as well as we do 
the Christmas Stories, but do we really?   

Often I can be in a room with friends watching 
an old movie, and someone will know  some of 
the lines.  Annoyingly they will say them right 
along with the actors, and I say that kiddingly, 
because  I am often the guilty party.  We are 
really into the artistic expressions of today 
when it comes to Cinema and Music.  We can 
all sing along with our favorite tune.  But what 
about these stories that are fundamental to the 
core of who we are as a community of faith?  

Can you recite dialogue from the Resurrection 
story  as well as you can the dialogue from 
Gone With the Wind?  Do you know the words 
of Praise from the Triumphant Entry as well as 
you  know your favorite song? The answer for 
most of us is a sheepish  òno.ó   

As we enter Holy Week, let me encourage you 
to refresh your memory  of  the dialogues of 
the  story.  Start with Matthew 21 ð28, Mark 
11ñ16, Luke  19:29ñ24:53, and John 
12:12ñ21:25 ( itõs the same story told by four 
different people) . Pick out your favorite line 
from this powerful text, and use it, repeat it, 
recite it, like itõs an old familiar tune. One 
week in the life of Jesus changed your life for-
ever.  We should at least know the story of that 
week.
