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The End of the 00's      (An article by Rev. Hal Hinckley in this week’s Sachse News) 

 It seems like it was just yesterday. On New Years Eve, ten years ago, five of the children in our church, 
their parents, and I gathered in the cold at the church, and rang the church bell at midnight.  It was the beginning of 
a new millennium, and seemed a fitting time to ring the bell that had been silent for nearly forty years.  That old 
bell is one of the few remaining vestiges of over one hundred years of this town’s history. It hung in the original 
church tower that was built in 1907, and was moved here in 1960. The old timers say that it was the very heart of 
the Sachse emergency alert system.  Not only did it tell farmers that it was Sunday and time to go to church, it 
warned of danger, and alerted neighbors when they needed to gather to fight a fire or other common threat. It rang 
of births, weddings, and deaths.  What a history it has seen, and what changes. It seemed only fitting that it should 
ring in the 21st Century.  

 How fitting too that we should end this decade with a look back.  Those children that took turns pulling the 
rope to toll the bell are mostly grown now. Two moved away years ago, one is away at college, and one is almost 
finished with high school. In these short but formative ten years, they have witnessed great tragedy and great joy, 
but their lives have been forever changed by the events of their years. These ten years have not been easy ones for 
any of us.  From the tremendously sad days of September 2001, to the economic devastation of 2008 and 2009, the 
bright future we expected as we rang the bell, ten years ago, has been tarnished all too quickly.  

 Our lives are molded by the events that we experience. This past Sunday we took a look at the account of 
the birth of Jesus as found in Luke, Chapter 2.  The shepherds were out in their fields minding their own business 
when something strange and terrifying happened. They were told to go and witness a birth, but the messenger was 
out of the realm of their understanding.  It is no wonder that they were frightened.  But with reassurance from the 
messenger, they went as they were instructed.  They witnessed the event, and it unfolded just as they had been 
told, and their lives were forever changed.  Luke tells us that they returned to their homes and towns, and began 
telling everyone what they had seen, a miracle.  

 Strange as it may seem, this event that began as something frightening, or even terrifying, became part of a 
story that has changed the world. It is given that every encounter with another person, every action that we take, 
every event that happens around us or to us, will change our life.  What changes the world, is what we do in re-
sponse. Those shepherds could have gathered together in their field after returning from Bethlehem, and talked it 
over.  They might have decided that if they told anyone, everyone in their village would think them to be off their 
rocker.  They might have feared that their friends and neighbors would shun them, or even cast them out of the fel-
lowship of the community. But their response was to proclaim the events as a miracle and give praise to God for
